Recently I was asked to explain how local squadrons benefit 

from the District and National organizations.  After all, portions 

of our membership dues go directly in support of these entities.  
 

In response, let me begin by stating that the District and Nation-

al organizations exist to support the local squadrons.  Besides 

furthering their education, boat enthusiasts join local squadrons 

in order to meet other people.  Think about it, itõs the friendship 

and social activities that draw people together and keep squad-

rons strong.  Districts and National are simply the òglueó that 

binds the local squadrons together by facilitating the develop-

ment of further friendships and encouraging information ex-

changes.  When you get down to it, the District and National or-

ganizations function not unlike choir directors.  They set the 

rhythm and ensure, while the local squadrons may choose to 

harmonize, that everyone sings from the same musical score.  
 

The English poet John Donne once 

wrote that òNo man is an islandó justi-

fying why people live in societies as 

opposed to becoming hermits.  The 

formation of districts enables local 

squadrons to band together sharing knowledge, experience and, 

occasionally, personnel resources.  Tampa Power Squadron has 

first-hand experience with this type of assistance.  Back in 

1998, P/C Alfred W. Minch, SN, from the Lakeland Sail and Pow-

er Squadron, transferred into the Tampa organization where he 

chaired the Membership Committee and then served on the 

bridge (AO, XO and Cdr) before he returned to his home squad-

ron in 2002.  There is safety in numbers and it is very comforting 

to have friendly resources available outside of the local squad-

ron.  It is even more comforting to know 

that, unlike the boy scout who forcibly 

òassistedó little old ladies to cross the 

street in order to earn a merit badge, most 

District 22 officers seem to understand 

that unsolicited advice, however well intentioned, is rarely useful 

until the recipient requests assistance. 
 

Do you really want to know what District and/or National has to 

offer?  Get involved!  There is a great deal of fun to be had at 

District and National events.  A quick glance at page 10 will give 

you a rough idea of some of the extracurricular activities that are 

scheduled during conferences.  And if you are still not convinced 

of the enjoyment factor, maybe a few photos will help.

Water, Water Everywhere!  But who has jurisdiction?  When I 

first started boating in the Tampa Bay  area, I found this ques-

tion to be both complex and potentially confusing.  
 

Who has jurisdiction on the bodies of water in the Tampa Bay 

Area?  In many cases, the answer is there are multiple jurisdic-

tions with each law enforcement agency having specific rules 

and regulations which it is authorized to enforce.  
 

Here in Tampa Bay, we have the US Coast Guard enforcing Fed-

eral Requirements; the US Air Force at MacDill AFB enforcing a 

two-mile No Trespassing Zone since 9/11; and, the Law Enforce-

ment Division of the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Com-

mission (FWC) enforcing Florida State Law which is also en-

forced by the Sheriff Departments of Hillsborough, Manatee and 

Pinellas Counties.  City agencies, besides enforcing local boating 

ordinances and waterway management  regulations, also en-

force Florida State Law.   
 

A good rule of thumb is that if you see a boat with a flashing 

blue light closing on your position, drop your speed and prepare 

to be compliant with whichever agency it is that is boarding your 

vessel! 

The US Coast Guard has announced their preliminary plans per-

taining to the security measures surrounding the upcoming Re-

publican National Convention which will take place this summer 

in downtown Tampa.  These plans include prohibiting recreation-

al boats from entering Garrison Channel, Seddon Channel, 

Sparkman Channel, Ybor Channel, Ybor Turning Basin, the chan-

nel separating Davis Island from the mainland and part of the 

Hillsborough River from the 25th through the 31st of August. 
 

As recorded in the Federal Register of 3 April, the proposed secu-

rity zone covers each body of water and includes 20 feet of adja-

cent shorelines.  Private boaters could gain access to the water-

ways only after receiving permission; but all others, including 

those whose boats are docked in the channels, will be denied 

access to their vessels. 
 

Commercial boats, cruise ships and freighters headed to and 

from their respective ports will be permitted access into the 

Sparkman Channel, Ybor Channel and Ybor Turning Basin provid-

ing that they comply with Coast Guard special requirements.  

Requirements will include providing advanced notification, sub-

mitting to inspections and allowing law enforcement officials on-

board during the time that the vessels are in the security zone.

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As any Power Squadron member knows, the only òpayó a mem-

ber gets for the work they do for their Squadron  is being award-

ed a Merit Mark by the Chief Commander of USPS. 
 

The Merit Mark is simply a 

piece of paper stating the 

member has been awarded 

a òmerit markó òfor having 

contributed substantially to 

the promotion of the inter-

ests and objectives of United 

States Power Squadrons.ó  

Merit marks are now sent via 

email to the squadron member who works diligently for USPS. 
 

Why am I talking about merit marks so early in the year when 

they are not due until 15 November?  Because it is easier to re-

member who did what immediately after the event, as opposed 

to waiting until mid-October and trying to remember who did 

what at an event in February,  March or earlier in the year. 
 

In the past as District 22 Merit Mark Chairman, periodically, I 

chaired a round table meeting at the District 22 Fall Conference.   

I made up samples of a suitable narrative of work performed as 

a handout at the Round Table meeting.  Below is an example of 

a well-written merit mark: 
 

Chairman, Frog Jumping Contest.   Traveled over 100 miles to the 

Frog Loving Pond 15 times to capture 75 frogs for the 25 con-

testants in the contest.  Built 10 frog houses prior to capturing 

the frogs.  Ordered  3,000 flies for food for the frogs.  Trained 10 

squadron members on humane handling of the frogs during the 

contest.  Acquired site for holding the contest.  Prepared flyers 

announcing the Frog Jumping Contest and distributed the flyers 

to all 18 squadrons in the District.   
 

This example is a bit humorous; however, how do you write a 

merit mark?  By stating specifics, not generalities.  What did the 

member actually do?   Your perception of how well the member 

did the job is irrelevant. 
 

Thatõs how it is done.   So, if you chaired an event in Tampa 

Squadron, write up the merit mark information now, and email it 

to me.  I will hold the information until mid-October and then 

compile all information into the Merit Mark Recommendation 

Report using the DB2000 program.

Built with Mi-

crosoftõs Access software, the 

DB2000 application is utilized 

throughout the United States 

Power Squadrons organization to maintain membership data. 

 

Not only does the Tampa Power Squadron use DB2000 to up-

date the records of our members, but also to update the organi-

zation chart with memberõs job assignments; to print rosters; to 

file required reports (i.e., the Watch Year assignments, the His-

torianõs Report, Merit Mark recommendations); to build birthday 

lists; to print Short Blast mailing labels; etc.  For additional infor-

mation, go to http://www.usps.org/DB2000/DOCUMENTS.HTM.

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One subject that will always start a good discussion (with both 

sides maintaining their resolve in the matter) is that of radio 

watch standing.  Must you have the VHF radio on when you are 

underway and must you monitor it?  Having engaged in one of 

these debates recently, I thought it worthwhile to look at the ac-

tual FCC regulation. 
 

47 CFR § 80.310  Watch required by voluntary vessels. 

Voluntary vessels not equipped with DSC must maintain a 

watch on 2182 kHz and on 156.800 MHz (Channel 16) 

whenever the vessel is underway and the radio is not be-

ing used to communicate.  Noncommercial vessels, such 

as recreational boats, may alternatively maintain a watch 

on 156.450 MHz (Channel 9) in lieu of VHF Channel 16 for 

call and reply purposes.  Voluntary vessels equipped with 

VHF-DSC equipment must maintain a watch on 2182 kHz 

and on either 156.525 MHz (Channel 70) or VHF Channel 

16 aurally whenever the vessel is underway and the radio 

is not being used to communicate. Voluntary vessels 

equipped with MF-HF DSC equipment must have the radio 

turned on and set to an appropriate DSC distress calling 

channel or one of the radiotelephone distress channels 

whenever the vessel is underway and the radio is not be-

ing used to communicate. Voluntary vessels equipped with 

Inmarsat A, B, C, M or Fleet F77 systems must have the 

unit turned on and set to receive calls whenever the vessel 

is underway and the radio is not being used to communi-

cate.

The common argument that one is not required to maintain a ra-

dio watch on VHF arises from the fact that the regulation never 

states that you must turn on the radio as it does for the MF-HF 

and Inmarsat radios.  Carrying that argument to its logical con-

clusion, it should also be noted that the regulation never states 

that monitoring of VHF is in any way discretionary.  In fact, the 

rule explicitly states that a radio watch MUST be maintained 

whenever the vessel is underway and the radio is not being used 

to communicate.  Thus, my position is that once underway, your 

VHF radio must be on and a watch maintained.   
 

Taking the regulation as it is written, one does not have to main-

tain a watch on Channel 16 if they have a DSC radio since that 

equipment will detect distress calls automatically  -  even if your 

radio is set to a channel other than 16.  However, there is a 

downside to this òexemptionó.  If someone without a DSC radio 

manually makes a distress call, you may never hear it. 
 

I grant you that on a busy weekend the radio can get a bit noisy.  

But, your ear learns quickly to discern those items of interest 

(mayday, pan-pan, security) and to disregard the normal back-

ground noise of radio checks and other chatter.  I realize that 

everyone will make their own decisions.  However, whenever we 

leave the dock on Insatiable, we have our DSC radio powered up 

and tuned to Channel 16.                                                       - Scott 

Safety First!
